The category has been created in accordance with the Model Technical Specification issued by the
Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology (MeitY) vide letter no. W-43/4/2020-IPHW dated 19th
August 2024, and is based on the parameters defined therein.

In this context, reference may also be made to Clause 2(e) of the GeM
General Terms and Conditions (GTC), which inter alia states: "The Specifications shall identify the key
parameters defining the products with all necessary validations related to configuration, type of data,
restrictions, range / allowed values, allowed units etc. Sellers as well as Buyers while offering / buying the
Goods / services shall have to comply with the validation rules / restrictions provided for in the Category
Specification.
